Do Recycle in your Blue Box
CLEAN PAPER
Newspapers and inserts Paper Bags
White Letter Computer Paper Telephone Books/Paperbacks
Corrugated Cardboard (flattened Wrapping paper

to 2ʼx2ʼ max, no tape, no string) Box Board (cereal, cracker,
Junk Mail shoe boxes, etc., remove
White & Colored Office Paper plastic liners)
Magazines & Catalogs

CONTAINERS HOW TO PREPARE
All Plastic Bottles, Jars & Tubs -rinse, discard caps and lids
Juice/Milk Cartons -rinse, flatten
Drink Boxes -remove straws, rinse, flatten
Glass Bottles & Jars -rinse, remove caps

(green, brown, clear)
Tin/Steel/Aluminum Cans -rinse
Metal Jar Lids -rinse
Aluminum Foil and Trays -rinse

Do NOT Recycle in your Blue Box
Food-Contaminated Paper Window, Plate or Auto Glass
Frozen Food Boxes Drinking or Eye Glasses
Pizza Boxes Crushed or Broken Glass
Photographs Clay or Plastic Flower Pots
Paper Plates/Cups Anything bigger than 2.5 gallons
Waxed Paper/Cardboard Ceramics/Pottery
Aerosol or Paint Cans Light Bulbs
Plastic Bags Motor Oil Bottles
Plastic Film/Wrap Polystyrene (Styrofoam)
Plastic Bottle caps Plastic cutlery

Place recyclable materials only in your Blue Box and set it out at the
curb according to the calendar on the reverse side.

All trash and recyclables must be out at the curb by 7:00 a.m. and in a
manner acceptable for collection. Place trash in acceptable containers.

ITEMS PROHIBITED AT PITTSFIELD CURBSIDE COLLECTION

White Goods: appliances such as refrigerators, freezers, dishwashers,
washers, dryers, and stoves.
Construction/Demo: such as sheetrock, tile, brick, concrete, etc.
Yard Waste: leaves, brush, grass & hedge clippings, etc.
Misc. Items:  T.V.s, computer monitors, lead-acid batteries, air
conditioners, and stumps.

Consider reuse options before disposing of the above prohibited items
through the Cityʼs resident Pay-as-you-throw (PAYT) drop-off area at
Covanta/Pittsfield, 500 Hubbard Ave. 443-7373
